We are deeply saddened by the death of Archbishop Pietro Sambi. As our representative to the Vatican, he was always kind, gentle, positive, and extremely helpful to us. In any discussion we had with him about Vatican matters, we found him to be non-judgmental and a model of pastoral concern, as he generously exercised his listening heart and compassionate spirit. We felt confident that he had the best interests of US women religious at heart. 

We are most grateful for these recent years of working with him and will miss his presence and service to the religious of this country.
